Staff will select samples of work that show a wide range of curriculum
experience (a max. of one per term).

Parents will be encouraged to contribute evidence of out of school activities
through prepared home activity sheets and informal parent/teacher
discussions.

Yearly reports, admission and reception forms, test results, self-esteem
forms, and information about any extra support the child receives will be
included to give the fullest possible ‘picture’ of their development.

The Record of Achievement and Experience will be presented to the pupil on
leaving Surlingham School.
